When assembling the feeler arm to ice maker, insert
the spring ends. The short end should be firmly
inserted into the hole on ice maker body and the long
end into the hole on feeler arm.

The torque on the screw should be between 7 and
10 inch pound.

Ensure the spring ends are inserted into the holes
on feeler arm and ice maker, and the screw on
feeler arm is tightened properly.
